October Meeting Summary: Harvey Jensen , B29 pilot . His first B29 mission was a shakedown raid on Truk which was followed by high altitude (35,000 ft) raids on Japan. Because these raids were ineffective, the next 5 raids were made at 5,000 ft and bombs were incendiary resulting in utter destruction of 10’s of sq miles of 4 cities. These were followed by dropping of mines to interdict replenishment of food and materials to the Japanese homeland. More than once he thanked the US Marines for capturing Iwo Jima for many B29’s that could not have gotten back to their base in the Marianas without refueling or repairs.
