Ohio Tax Info : If you reported any Military Retirement Income in 2010 on your 2010 Federal

    Income Tax Form you can deduct it from your Ohio taxable income on line 45g. The same

    thing is true for an Military Retirement Income you reported in 2008 and 2009 on your federal

    tax report but did not deduct on your Ohio report. You will have to submit an amended Ohio

    return for those years to get a refund from Ohio. The refund would amount to 4 – 5 % of your

    reported Military Retirement Income.
